Having said that, here are some of the opportunities to volunteer that we’ll be looking to staff in the coming months:

Ticket Sellers: Two teams of two to sell tickets at the door.  Each team will cover for 75 to 90 minutes.
Ticket takers: Two teams of two for 75 to 90 minutes to take tickets at the door.
Set-up: We will have to decorate and set-up quickly this year because we are sharing the facility. We will start about 2 and go till we finish.
Clean-up:  “Many hands make light work,” they say, and our clean-up crews prove that.  Ususally a quick 45 minutes at the end of the evening gets everyone out and on their way home.
Judge-Runners: These are the folks that work with our judges to get the correct chili samples to the right place.  It takes about an hour from 5pm to 6 so you’ll be done by the time the fun starts. 
Food Service: One hour shifts by the spaghetti table making sure that no one goes home hungry is a great way to meet people and to help out at the same time.

At the Earth Day Energy Fair the opportunities are less structured.  We set up after school on the 18th and clean-up after the event at 8 pm on the 19th.  We can always use three teams of two to act as greeters and traffic control at the door.

Disc golf is played much like traditional golf. Instead of a ball and clubs, however, players use a flying disc, or Frisbee®. The sport was formalized in the 1970's, and shares with "ball golf" the object of completing each hole in the fewest number of strokes (or, in the case of disc golf, fewest number of throws). A golf disc is thrown from a tee area to a target which is the "hole". The hole can be one of a number of disc golf targets; the most common is called a Pole Hole® an elevated metal basket. Disc golf shares the same joys and frustrations of traditional golf, whether it's sinking a long putt or hitting a tree halfway down the fairway. It is designed to be enjoyed by people of all ages, male and female, regardless of economic status.

Disc golf can be played from school age to old age, making it one of the greatest lifetime fitness sports available. Because disc golf is so easy to learn, no one is excluded. Players merely match their pace to their capabilities, and proceed from there. Permanent disc golf courses are found in countries worldwide.
One of the great features disc golf shares with traditional golf is that they are both played in beautiful settings. A nine-hole disc golf course can be established on as little as five acres of land, and a championship-caliber 18-hole course on 30 to 40 acres. Disc golf courses can coexist with existing park facilities and activity areas. The ideal location combines wooded and open terrains, and a variety of topographical change.
Why should I play?
The ongoing fitness boom finds more and more people taking up recreational activities in an effort to improve health and quality of life. Disc golf provides upper and lower body conditioning, aerobic exercise, and promotes a combination of physical and mental abilities that allow very little risk of physical injury. Concentration skills increase by mastering shots and negotiating obstacles. Players of limited fitness levels can start slowly and gradually increase their level of play as fitness improves. And, of course, there's the sheer fun of the game - no matter what your age or skill level!
