The service you would provide as an EMT or a driver/first responder is an invaluable one to the community. Minutes matter when saving lives as does the skilled training and dedicated service of those responding.  If you are a resident of the community looking to serve, or you are looking to start a career as an EMT or paramedic, the City of Evansville EMS department may be the right place for you to start.  Even if you do not live in the area we have options for you to join.

While you are in school there may be a point that you can obtain a permit to respond to calls and further gain knowledge and experience.  Once you have completed the course work and obtained your license as an EMT you will be reimbursed your tuition costs after completing 6 months of work with the City of Evansville.   
If your interest is in becoming a driver/first responder there will be different course work and requirements needed.  This course work and training is less time consuming but the job is just as valuable.
Prior to hiring, background checks and screenings will be necessary.  One will be conducted for the purpose of receiving a license with the State and another is conducted by the City to determine hiring eligibility.  When reviewing background checks the City considers the nature of the offense, circumstances surrounding the offense and the amount of time passed since the offense.
