Final Chapter Presented.
Future Land Use Map Review Continues.

Thursday, October 21, 2004 —

During this meeting of the Evansville Smart Growth Plan Committee (SGPC),
Amy Emery, the City’s Planning Consultant from OMNNI, attended to present the
First Draft of Chapter 12: Implementation Element. This element includes all of
the goals and objectives from previous chapters, as well as, milestone dates and
potential funding sources. There is also additional information pertaining to how
the various elements of the plan relate to one another.

Next, the SGPC turned its attention back to Chapter 10: Future Land Use. A
discussion ensued about the themes presented in the chapter and the goals,
objectives, and policies presented at the end of the draft. Several edits were
suggested to OMNNI including the additional of another central theme related to
recreation choices.

To conclude the meeting, the SGPC looked again at the draft Future Land Use
Maps. After much discussion the SGPC decided that the 10-Year Future Land
Use Map should be retiled “Interim Future Land Use Map.” This decision was
made because several members of the SGPC felt the “10-Year”title would only
confuse the question of future land use. Specifically, there was concern that the
“10-Year” map would be used as a tool to block viable development reflected on
the 20-Year Future Land Use Map. Since the 20-Year Future Land Use Map is
meant to be the primary guide, it was felt that renaming the “10-Year” map to
Interim Future Land Use Map would give added weight to the importance of the
20-Year Future Land Use Map.
