RESOLUTION #2008-09

A Resolution Designating Authorized Parties to Sign

for Transactions Involving City Bank Accounts and Investments
WHEREAS, by their duties, certain city officials are authorized to sign transactions involving bank accounts and investments of the city;
WHEREAS, the City of Evansville wishes to increase security requiring the signatures of two individuals on all transactions involving city bank accounts or investments, including bank accounts and investments of the city’s water and electric utilities and the Eager Free Public Library;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Evansville as follows:
1. The individuals named herein are recognized as duly holding the positions authorized to sign certain transactions as follows:

Sandra J. Decker is the Mayor and may sign certain transactions pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes, section 62.09(8);
Mason C Braunschweig is the Council President and serving as Acting Mayor may sign certain transactions in the Mayor’s absence pursuant to Section 2-34 of the Municipal Code;
Daniel B. Wietecha is the City Administrator and may sign certain transactions pursuant to Section 2-142 of the Municipal Code;

Lisa A. Novinska is the Finance Director/Treasurer and may sign certain transactions pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes, section 62.09(9), and Section 2-96 of the Municipal Code;

Judy L. Walton is the City Clerk and may sign certain transactions pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes, section 62.09(11), and Section 2-96 of the Municipal Code;

Sandra Lindemann is the Deputy Clerk and may sign certain transactions in the absence of the City Clerk pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes, section 62.09(11)(i);

Eloise Eager is the President of the board of the Eager Free Public Library and may sign certain transactions pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes, section 74.32; and

Kathi Kemp is the Library Director of the Eager Free Public Library and may sign certain transactions relative to the Library.
2. Any transaction involving a bank account or investment of the City of Evansville, including its water and electric utilities and the Eager Free Public Library, must be signed by two individuals designated in this resolution.
3. Transactions involving the bank accounts or investments of the city’s water and electric utilities may be signed by the Mayor, City Administrator, Finance Director/Treasurer, or City Clerk.
4. Transactions involving bank accounts or investments that contain solely the funds of the Eager Free Public Library may be signed by the Mayor, the Finance Director/Treasurer, the President of the Board of the Eager Free Public Library, or the Library Director.
5. Transactions involving all other bank accounts or investments of the city may be signed by the Mayor, City Administrator, Finance Director/Treasurer, or City Clerk.
6. In the absence of the City Clerk, transactions involving all other bank accounts or investments of the city may be signed by the Deputy Clerk.
7. In the absence of the Mayor, the Council President, serving as Acting Mayor pursuant to Section 2-34 of the Evansville Municipal Code, may sign any transaction involving any bank account or investment of the city, including its water and electric utilities and the Eager Free Public Library.
