 Resolution to Accompany Application for  Preserve America Community Designation

WHEREAS, Preserve America is a White House initiative developed in cooperation with the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation, the U.S. Department of the Interior, and the U.S. Department of Commerce; 

WHEREAS, the goals of this initiative include a greater shared knowledge about our Nation’s past, strengthened regional identities and local pride, increased local participation in preserving the country’s irreplaceable cultural and natural heritage assets, and support for the economic vitality of communities; 

WHEREAS, the Evansville Historic District and the Eager Free Public Library are among the first locations in Wisconsin to be listed on the National Register of Historic Places; 

WHEREAS, a recently-completed Intensive Survey funded by a grant from the United States Department of the Interior has identified additional properties within the City of Evansville believed to be eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places; 

WHEREAS, Evansville's Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan has identified the promotion of heritage tourism focused on the City's historic homes, historic downtown business district and Leonard - Lake Leota Park as a goal to be implemented;

WHEREAS, the State Historical Society of Wisconsin has identified Evansville as possessing the "finest collection of 1840's to 1915 architecture of any small town in Wisconsin;" 

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville and Evansville Community Partnership, Inc. have successfully collaborated in securing a Transportation Enhancement grant funded by the Federal Highway Administration, and administered by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, which permitted the restoration of the original 1914 brick paving of Main Street; 

WHEREAS, the Preserve America initiative is compatible with our community’s interests and goals related to historic preservation; and

WHEREAS, designation as a Preserve America Community will improve our community’s ability to protect and promote its historical resources;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the Evansville Common Council will apply for the designation of the City of Evansville, Wisconsin as a Preserve America Community; 

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Common Council of the City of Evansville will protect and celebrate our heritage, use our historic assets for economic development and community revitalization, and encourage people to experience and appreciate local historic resources through education and heritage tourism programs.
