RESOLUTION 2008-19
A Resolution Authorizing the City Administrator to Apply for a Certified Local Government Subgrant from the Wisconsin Historical Society.
WHEREAS, a survey of historic buildings in Evansville was first undertaken in the mid-1970s;

WHEREAS, in 1985 the Wisconsin Historical Society approved the City of Evansville as a Certified Local Government (CLG);

WHEREAS, CLGs in Wisconsin are eligible to receive grants from the U.S. Department of the Interior through the Wisconsin Historical Society;
WHEREAS, the City of Evansville last received a CLG Subgrant in the Amount of $16,600 from the Wisconsin Historical Society in 2005, which was used to pay for a historic re-survey of the City of Evansville;
WHEREAS, the Evansville Historic Preservation Commission has submitted a letter to the Wisconsin Historical Society indicating the city intends to apply for an $18,000 grant to pay for preparation of nominations for listing on the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) of historic resources identified in the 2005 re-survey of Evansville;

WHEREAS, there is no local match required for this grant, the grant administration will be on a reimbursement basis after expenditure by the city;

WHEREAS, successful listing of additional resources to the NRHP will enhance Evansville’s reputation for having the best collection of 1840’s to early 1900’s architecture of any small town in Wisconsin;
WHEREAS, successful listing of additional resources to the NRHP would put the city in position to apply for future grants from the Wisconsin Historical Society;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Evansville that the City Administrator is authorized to act on behalf of the City of Evansville to submit an application to the Wisconsin Historical Society for a CLG Subgrant in the amount of $18,000, with funds provided by the U.S. Department of the Interior for the costs of completing nominations to the NRHP of potentially eligible historic resources identified in the 2005 historic re-survey of Evansville.
