RESOLUTION #2008-20
AUTHORIZING MADISON STREET IMPROVEMENTS AND LEVYING SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS AGAINST BENEFITED PROPERTIES FOR SAME

WHEREAS, at the direction of the Public Works Committee and the City Administrator, the City Engineer prepared the report “2008 Assessment Report for Madison Street Improvements,” dated October 2008, for adding curb and gutter, sidewalks, driveway approaches, and water and sewer service laterals along North Madison Street from Allen Creek to Main Street, along South Madison Street from Main Street to Garrison Drive, and along Water Street from South Madison to Maple Street;

WHEREAS, as required under Wisconsin Statutes, Section 66.0703(5), the report consists of plans and specifications for the improvements, an estimate of the entire cost of the improvements to be assessed, an estimate of the assessments to be levied as to each parcel of property affected, and a statement that the property against which the assessment is proposed is benefited, specifically all property fronting on both sides of North Madison Street from Allen Creek to Main Street, along South Madison Street from Main Street to Garrison Drive, and along Water Street from South Madison to Maple Street;

WHEREAS, as required under Wisconsin Statutes, Section 66.0703(6), the report was filed with the City Clerk and made available for public inspection; and

WHEREAS, as required under Wisconsin Statutes, Section 66.0703(7), a class 1 notice was published and mailed to affected property owners stating the nature of the proposed improvements and assessment and establishing a public hearing before the Common Council, at 6:30 pm on October 14, 2008.

NOW, THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Common Council of the City of Evansville, Rock County, Wisconsin, as follows:

1. The Common Council of the City of Evansville intends to use its police powers under Wisconsin Statutes, Section 66.0703, pertaining to the construction of the above described public improvements.

2. The report “2008 Assessment for Madison Street Improvements,” dated October 2008, pertaining to the construction of the above described public improvements is adopted and approved.

3. The above-described public improvements shall be carried out in accordance with the report as approved by this Resolution.  Payment for the public improvements will be made by assessing the cost of the properties benefited as indicated in the report.

4. The proposed assessments shown on the report are adopted and approved as an exercise of the police power of the City and are determined to have been made on a reasonable basis and are hereby confirmed.  Each parcel or portion of a parcel included in the Special Assessment District as set forth herein is benefited with respect to such public improvements.

5. A special assessment made under the police power of the City is hereby levied against the parcels contained wholly or partially within the Assessment District as described herein.  The special assessment levied by this Resolution shall be a lien upon the property against which it is levied on behalf of the City of Evansville or the owner of any certificate or bond or other document issued by the City of Evansville, evidencing ownership of any interest in such special assessment, from the date hereof to the same extent as a lien for tax levied upon real property.

6. The special assessments may be paid in cash in full on or before November 1 of the year in which the deferral ends for such parcel, with accrued interest at the rate of four and fifty-three one-hundredths percent (4.53%) from December 1, 2008 until paid.  Alternatively, the special assessments may be paid in five (5) annual installments to the be placed on the real estate tax bill by the City Treasurer, deferred payment to bear interest on the unpaid balance from and after December 1, 2008 at the rate of four and fifty-three one-hundredths percent (4.53%) per annum.  No annual installment, except the final one, shall be for less than fifty dollars ($50.00).
7. The City Clerk shall publish this Resolution as a Class 1 Notice in the Assessment District and mail a copy of this Resolution and a statement of the final assessment against the benefited properties to every property owner whose name appears on the assessment roll and whose post office address is known or can with reasonable diligence be ascertained.  In addition, the City Clerk shall publish an installment assessment notice as a Class 1 Notice in the Assessment District and mail a copy thereof to every property owner whose name appears on the assessment roll and whose post office address is known or can with reasonable diligence be ascertained.
