Authorizing Application for 

an Energy Independent Community 25x25 Planning Grant

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville has a long history as a leader in energy efficiency and renewable energy and has committed to the Wisconsin Office of Energy Independence goal of generating 25 percent of Evansville’s electricity and transportation fuels from renewable resources by the year 2025;

WHEREAS, an Energy Independent Community 25x25 Planning Grant is available for completion of an energy audit of all buildings, facilities, infrastructure and fleet vehicles;

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville is qualified, willing and able to carry out all activities described in the state grant application;

WHEREAS, in this action the City of Evansville Common Council has declared its intent to conduct the Energy Independent Community 25x25 Planning project described in the application; 

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville will promote the project to engage a greater dialogue and create a stronger potential for long-term viability of energy conservation, energy efficiency and renewable energy effort throughout the greater Evansville community as well as in other communities throughout Wisconsin;

WHEREAS, City of Evansville will submit a quarterly and final reports to the Office of Energy Independence which describes all municipal Energy Independent Community 25x25 Planning Grant project activities, achievements and data collected and documentation of the project costs.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Evansville Common Council requests the funds and assistance available from the Office of Energy Independence under the Energy Independent Community 25x25 Planning program and will comply with state rules for the program, and, 

HEREBY AUTHORIZES, the authorized representative Mayor Sandy Decker to act on behalf of the City of Evansville to submit an application to the State of Wisconsin for financial aid for Energy Independent Community 25x25 Planning Grant purposes, sign documents and take necessary action to undertake, direct and complete an approved energy audit.
