RESOLUTION #2009-04
Authorizing Application to the Community Rating System

WHEREAS, the Community Rating System (CRS) is a voluntary program to reduce flood damage to insurable property, to strengthen and support the insurance aspects of the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), and to encourage a comprehensive approach to floodplain management;
WHEREAS, by the City’s participation in the CRS, local residents and businesses would realize a reduction in their flood insurance premiums;
WHEREAS, the City of Evansville participates in the NFIP;
WHEREAS, the City of Evansville is in full compliance with the minimum requirements of the NFIP; 

WHEREAS, there are no repetitive loss properties in the City of Evansville;
WHEREAS, the City of Evansville is in compliance with any required flood insurance coverage on City owned properties; 

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville has been determined eligible to participate in the CRS; and
WHEREAS, the City of Evansville is prepared to require elevation certificates of new construction within the floodplain and to take other appropriate actions in implementing the CRS;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Evansville Common Council hereby authorizes the submittal of an application to the Community Rating System by Mayor Sandy Decker, and
HEREBY DESIGNATES, City Administrator Dan Wietecha to act on behalf of the City of Evansville as the CRS Coordinator.
