Authorizing Submittal of a State Grant Application 
and Subsequent Appropriation of City Funds for a Lake Protection Grant

WHEREAS, Lake Leota is an important resource used by the public for recreation and enjoyment of natural beauty;

WHEREAS, the protection of critical watershed areas and responsible lake use activities are paramount in the protection of water quality and the natural ecosystem of the lake; 
WHEREAS, the Evansville Park and Recreation Board has had preliminary discussions with aquatic vegetation professionals; 

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville desires to implement design and maintenance plans to establish native vegetation as a lake protection project to benefit the habitat of Lake Leota; and

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville is qualified to carry out the responsibilities of this protection project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Evansville Common Council hereby requests the funds and assistance from the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources under the Lake Management Protection Grant Program; and

HEREBY AUTHORIZES, Mayor Sandy Decker to act on behalf of the City of Evansville to submit an application to the State of Wisconsin for financial aid for lake protection purposes, to sign documents, and to take necessary action to undertake, direct, and complete an approved protection project; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the City of Evansville Common Council will comply with state rules for the program, may perform force account work, and will meet the financial obligations under the grant.
