RESOLUTION #2009-10

A Resolution Approving 

Amendment to the 2009 Capital Budget 

WHEREAS, the City purchased the former fire hall with the intent of remodeling it as a new police station;

WHEREAS, the City planned to use proceeds from the sale of the current police station to finance the remodeling project;

WHEREAS, the remodeling project now includes the addition of a detached garage to accommodate cold storage of police vehicles and trailers;

WHEREAS, the preliminary cost estimate for the remodeling project now appears unrealistically low to accomplish necessary remodeling and improvements;

WHEREAS, the City wishes to have the remodeling project proceed as soon as practicable;

WHEREAS, the Public Safety Committee and Finance & Labor Relations Committee have recommended increasing the budget appropriation to enable the necessary remodeling and improvements;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Common Council of the City of Evansville to amend the capital budget for the year ending December 31, 2009, as follows:

1. Increase funding from $75,000 to $250,000 for GL Account #C914 Police/Fire Station Remodel, listing the funding sources as $175,000 Existing Funds (sale of building) and $75,000 Existing Funds (general fund balance).
