INTERNATIONAL MIGRATORY BIRD DAY 2013
WHEREAS, migratory birds are easily-observed beautiful wildlife that share our communities and symbolize spring to many citizens; and
WHEREAS, these migrant species control insect pests and generate millions of recreational dollars in Wisconsin; and
WHEREAS, migratory bird habitats are declining throughout the Americas, threatening bird migration routes; and

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville was awarded “High Flyer” status in 2013, an achievement of 9 of the 66 Wisconsin Bird Cities; and
WHEREAS, the annual International Migratory Bird Day has become a primary vehicle for focusing public attention on the nearly 350 species that travel between nesting habitats in our communities throughout North America and wintering grounds in the southern U.S., Central and South Americas, Mexico, and the Caribbean; and

WHEREAS, hundreds of thousands of people will celebrate International Migratory Bird Day with gatherings in town parks, community centers, schools, nature centers, and wildlife refuges to learn about birds, appreciate their beauty and importance, and take actions to conserve them.  
NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that, I, Sandra Decker, Mayor of the City of Evansville, Wisconsin, do hereby proclaim May 4, 2013, as International Migratory Bird Day in the City of Evansville.  I urge all citizens to celebrate this observance, supporting efforts to protect and conserve migratory birds and their habitats in our community and throughout the world.
