
RESOLUTION #2014-02
A Resolution Approving 

Year-End Amendments to the 2013 Budget 

and New-Year Amendments to the 2014 Budget

WHEREAS, the Public Works Department had a general laborer position vacant for over half of 2013;
WHEREAS, the City Administrator has approved replacement of several outdated computers at City Hall and for Municipal Court;

WHEREAS, in January 2014 the Library Board made several internal adjustments to its 2014 budget including a wage increase for the Library Director and Assistant Director and a reduction in summer help;

WHEREAS, the Library’s 2014 budget did not include health insurance coverage for a part-time employee;

WHEREAS, the Common Council approved funding a traffic impact analysis for the Southern Wisconsin Agricultural Group (SWAG) on August 13, 2013;

WHEREAS, room tax collection has been modestly higher than projected;
WHEREAS, the Public Works Department was approved a grant from the Municipal Street Improvement Program (MSIP) toward the Maple Street resurfacing project;
WHEREAS, the Finance Committee has reviewed the year-end budget amendments proposed by the City Administrator and has recommended approval of the budget amendments contained herein.

AND, WHEREAS, the City Administrator subsequently recommended additional amendments due to the Youth Center conducting additional fundraising in support of its operations and preliminary year-end financial statements indicating general fund revenues in excess of expenditures.

NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Common Council of the City of Evansville to amend the budget for the years ending December 31, 2013, and December 31, 2014, as follows:

2013 Revenues:

1. Increase account 10-48901-550, Youth Center Revenue, $7,000 from $7,500 to $14,500.

2. Increase account 21-41110-550, General City Appropriations, $2,525 from $186,395 to $188,920 for additional library funding.

3. Increase account 26-49270-000, TID #6 Transfer In, $20,000 from $0 to $20,000 to reflect interfund loan from Capital Fund.

4. Increase account 40-49210-100, Capital Fund Transfer from Other Funds, $140,000 from $586,960 to $726,960.

5. Increase account 40-49999-990, Capital Fund Balance Applied from $0 to $20,000 to capitalize interfund loan to TID #6.

6. Increase fund 40, Revenues over Expenditures, $140,000 from 0 to $140,000.

2013 Expenses:

1. Increase account 10-51030-300, Municipal Court Expenses, $1,700 from $6,900 to $8,600 for two computers.

2. Increase account 10-51110-252, Finance Computer Equipment, $1,297 from $500 to $1,797 for three computers (50%).

3. Reduce account 10-53300-110, Public Works Salary, $5,522 from $153,681 to $148,159 for reduced wages due to vacant position. 

4. Increase account 10-55750-210, Youth Center Operations, $7,000 from $7,500 to $14,500.

5. Increase account 10-57900-000, General Operating Transfers, $142,525 from $0 to $2,525 to reflect transfer to Library and $140,000 transfer to Capital.
6. Decrease fund 10, Revenues over Expenditures, $140,000 from ($2,012) to ($142,012).
7. Increase fund 21, Revenues over Expenditures, $2,525 from $369 to $2,894 to reflect additional library funding.

8. Increase account 26-57900-210, TID #6 Professional Services, $20,000 from $0 to $20,000 for traffic study.

9. Increase account 40-57960-xxx, Capital Transfer to TID #6, $20,000 from $0 to $20,000 to reflect interfund loan to TID#6.

2014 Revenues:

1. Increase account 10-41240-000, Room Tax, $1,000 from $9,000 to $10,000.

2. Increase account 21-49999-990, Library Fund Balance Applied, $2,525 from $0 to $2,525.

3. Increase account 40-43530-570, Intergovernmental Grants / Incentives / Aid, $20,429 from $0 to $20,429 for Municipal Street Improvement Program.

2014 Expenses:

1. Increase account 10-56820-410, Economic Development Marketing, $1,000 from $9,000 to $10,000 for tourism promotion.

2. Increase account 21-55700-133, Library Health Insurance, $2,525 from $0 to $2,525 for health insurance.

3. Increase fund 40, Revenues over Expenditures, $20,429 from $0 to $20,429 to reflect additional capital projects funding.
