A Resolution Creating the Evansville Youth Center Committee


WHEREAS, in April 2002 the Evansville Common Council adopted Resolution 2002-7, creating a Dean Community Center Advisory Committee to evaluate youth programming and operations and assist the YMCA, engaged to provide local management and programming, with fundraising for the Center; and

WHEREAS, the Dean Community Center Advisory Committee was strictly advisory and was not subject to meeting requirements such as quorum and vote requirements, according to Resolution 2002-7; and

WHEREAS, in 2005 the City purchased 209 South First Street for a youth center conveniently located near J.C. McKenna Middle School; and

WHEREAS, in 2010, the City ended contract services with the YMCA for management of youth programming and approved development of a locally-based after school program; and

WHEREAS, through hard work and dedicated efforts of the Advisory Committee and strong citizen and City support, the Evansville Youth Center is a vibrant after school program serving students in grades 5 through 8; and

WHEREAS, financial operation of the Evansville Youth Center has remained heavily dependent on fundraising by the Advisory Committee; and

WHEREAS, time commitment and volunteer effort is extremely heavy for Advisory Committee members, making it difficult to retain and recruit members; and

WHEREAS, the Common Council has committed increased City financial support to ensure the long-term success of the Evansville Youth Center; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor may appoint special committees by resolution, according to section 2-35(d) of the Evansville Municipal Code. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Evansville Common Council to create the Evansville Youth Center Committee as a regular City committee reporting to the Common Council, replacing the Dean Community Center Advisory Committee; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Evansville Youth Center Committee will oversee budget, staff, and operations of the Center; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Committee composition shall be as follows:
1. The Committee shall consist of seven members that reside within the boundaries of the Evansville Community School District. At least four members of the Committee shall be residents of the City of Evansville. 
2. One Committee member shall be a City Alder, appointed by the Mayor for a one-year term, and shall serve as Chair of the Evansville Youth Center Committee.
3. The six citizen members of shall be appointed by the Mayor, subject to confirmation by the Common Council, for staggered three-year terms.
4. There are no applicable term limits.
