RESOLUTION 2015-08 in Support of

INTERNATIONAL MIGRATORY BIRD DAY 2015

WHEREAS, “Restoring Habitats for Birds” is the theme for International Migratory Bird Day in 2015; and

WHEREAS, migratory birds are symbols of spring to many citizens and are some of the most beautiful and easily observed wildlife that share our communities; and

WHEREAS, birds are important for plant pollination, seed dispersal, and insect control; and

WHEREAS, migratory birds and their habitats are declining throughout the Americas, facing growing threats to their migration routes and their summer and winter homes; and

WHEREAS, public awareness and concern are crucial components of migratory bird conservation, with informed bird enthusiasts directly contributing to maintenance of healthy bird populations; and

WHEREAS, Evansville citizens actively participate in bird monitoring/counts; and 

WHEREAS, local citizens are dedicated to working with school groups, scout troops, and the public on bird education and conservation activities such as the Grove Community School Forest Trail and the Evansville Earth Day Energy Fair; and

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville has been recognized as a Bird City since 2011, and has achieved the “high flyer” award for exceptional bird conservation and education initiatives; and

WHEREAS, hundreds of thousands of people will observe International Migratory Bird Day throughout the Americas, gathering in town parks, schools, nature centers, and wildlife refuges to learn about birds, appreciate their beauty and importance; and

WHEREAS, a presentation on April 23 by R. Bruce Allison PhD. about his publication, “Wisconsin’s Favorite and Historic Trees,” a Bird City booth at the April 24 Evansville Energy Fair, and a Lake Leota bird walk scheduled for Saturday morning, May 2, are examples of International Migratory Bird Day activities in Evansville scheduled throughout the months of April and May 2015. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that I, Sandra Decker, Mayor of the City of Evansville, along with the Evansville Common Council, do hereby encourage the citizen celebration of birds by participation in Evansville International Migratory Bird Day education and conservation activities.
