A Resolution Supporting Use of Wisconsin Administrative Code NR 20.35 to Reduce Daily Bag Limits for Fishing in Lake Leota



WHEREAS, in 2009 Lake Leota was dredged and an appropriate fishing environment was restored; and

WHEREAS, fish re-stocking of Lake Leota has been undertaken, using private donations and city funds, to re-establish a good supply of pan and game fish; and

WHEREAS, Evansville residents greatly enjoy fishing as a local recreational activity; and

WHEREAS, Lake Leota has become a popular fishing destination throughout the area; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined by the Wisconsin Department of National Resources that Lake Leota has been overfished, putting rehabilitation of the Lake Leota fishery at risk; and

WHEREAS, the WDNR has proposed to reduce the daily bag limit of 25 pan fish to 10; and

WHEREAS, the WDNR further has proposed to increase the minimum length restriction for walleye in Lake Leota from 15 inches to 18 inches, and reduce the daily angler bag limit for walleye from 5 fish to 3 fish.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Evansville Mayor and Common Council fully support the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources proposal to protect the fishery at Lake Leota.  The City of Evansville desires a healthy fishery as a recreational choice for its residents.
