A Resolution in Support of State Legislation Allowing Ambulance Staffing with one Emergency Medical Technician and one First Responder


WHEREAS, Evansville EMS has been providing service to our community for more than 53 years; and

WHEREAS, staffing of volunteer Emergency Medical Services has become difficult in many Wisconsin communities, particularly during week days in recent years; and

WHEREAS, Evansville EMS, like other Wisconsin municipalities, has had challenges with adequate volunteer staffing, especially in cases of “second out,” where Evansville’s second ambulance is called; and

WHEREAS, Wisconsin State Statutes currently require ambulance staffing with two Emergency Medical Technicians; and 

WHEREAS, Wisconsin legislation has been introduced, 2015 Senate Bill 143 and 2015 Assembly Bill 213, to allow ambulances transporting a sick/injured individual to be staffed with one Emergency Medical Technician and one First Responder; and

WHEREAS, the League of Wisconsin Municipalities supports this proposed legislation to assist municipalities in providing necessary emergency services to citizens; and

WHEREAS, this proposed legislation will likewise benefit Evansville EMS.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Evansville Mayor and Common Council strongly support passage of Wisconsin legislation allowing ambulance transport with one Emergency Medical Technician and one First Responder.  This resolution will be forwarded to Senator Janis Ringhand and Representative Mark Spreitzer, and a copy will be sent to the League of Wisconsin Municipalities.
