Converting the Tourism Subcommittee to the Evansville Economic Development Committee to the Evansville Tourism Commission

WHEREAS, the Tourism Subcommittee to the Evansville Economic Development Committee was created in 2011 to recommend tourism marketing that best utilizes the use of lodging tax to promote Evansville tourism; and

WHEREAS, the newly updated Evansville Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan continues to identify tourism as a local economic opportunity; and

WHEREAS, 2015 Wisconsin Act 55 made changes to Wisconsin Room Tax Statute 66.0615; and

WHEREAS, the City of Evansville intends to comply with Act 55 while retaining our outstanding local tourism efforts and experience.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that effective January 1, 2016, the Tourism Subcommittee to the Evansville Economic Development Committee will become the Evansville Tourism Commission.  

There will be six members of the Commission, who shall be appointed by the Mayor, subject to the approval of the Common Council.  One member shall be a representative of the local hotel and lodging industry.  One member shall be the alderperson serving as chair of the City Economic Development Committee. One member shall be a member of the Economic Development Committee with public relations experience.  One member shall be the executive director if the Evansville Chamber of Commerce and Tourism.  One member will be the meeting and event planner for Creekside Place.  One member shall be a citizen with public relations experience.  

The Commission shall meet regularly and will select from among its members a chairperson, vice-chairperson, and secretary.  The Commission will serve for a one-year term, at the pleasure of the mayor.  Commission members may be reappointed.

The Commission will coordinate the tourism promotion and tourism development activities as outlined in Act 55.  The Commission will report the detailed accounting of and the purposes for which the room tax revenues were spent annually to the municipality.
