3. Approval of Agenda: Motion to approve the October 3, 2016 agenda by Manring, seconded by Eaton. Approved unanimously. 
4. Approval of Minutes: Motion to waive the reading of the minutes from the August 29, 2016 regular meeting and approve them as printed by Manring, seconded by Eaton. Approved unanimously. 
5. Civility Reminder.  Hurtley noted the City’s commitment to civil discourse.  
Hammann arrived

6. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  A resident expressed concern regarding 123 S Madison and an in-home business operating at that location.  Hurtley noted the City was aware of the complaint and had spoken with the property owner.  Currently, no actives on site are a violation of City Ordinances.  The resident was asked to leave contact information with City Staff so they can follow up.  
7. New Business. 
a. Review of Conditional Use Permit application CUP-2016-07 requesting the expansion of an agricultural services use on parcel 6-27-866 located at 340 Union Street.  

i. Initial staff and applicant comments.  Sergeant summarized the applicant’s request to add approximately 600 sq. ft. of space.  Staff review has concluded the proposal meets all requirements of the code.  Ken Elmer added the new space will allow for cold storage.
ii. Public Hearing. Hurtley opened the public hearing at 6:13 PM.  Gary Lewis expressed concern over the chemicals on site and possible lack of understanding of the hazards.  He as asked that the city approve a containment plan maintain a copy of the chemicals on site. Commission members noted the City has no ability to approved or deny state required plans.  De Long Co representatives did indicate they would be provide a list of the chemicals on site to the Local Police Department.  Hurtley closed the public hearing at 6:21pm.
iii. Plan Commissioner questions and comments. Hammann noted the findings in the staff report. Commission discussed the general landscaping requirements and state regulation that oversees the hazards on site. 
iv. Motion with conditions: The Plan Commission approves issuance of a Conditional Use Permit for an Agricultural Service Use consistent with Section 130-344.  The Plan Commission has found that the benefits of the use outweigh any potential adverse impacts, and that the proposed use is consistent with  the required zoning standards and criteria for issuance of a CUP set forth in Section 130-104(3)(a) through (e) of the Zoning Ordinance. The Permit is approved subject to the following conditions: 
1. Final site plans, building elevations and landscape plan are approved by staff, including state approved spill containment plans.

2. The us shall not cause a public or private nuisance as defined by state law

3. The approved Conditional Use Permit is filed with the Rock County Register of Deeds.
Motion by Hammann/Manring, approved unanimously. 
8. Old Business. 
a. Discussion regarding draft of ordinance allowing the keeping of chickens within city limits.  Sergeant presented a draft of an ordinance and sample forms from Edgerton.   Allison Becker gave a presentation of the benefits of chicken keeping.  Manring sponsored the ordinance.   Motion to recommend to Common Council by Manring/Hammann, approved unanimously.
