Q:	Intercepts??  Why does Evansville EMS call them?

A:	Paramedic intercepts are initiated when a patient has needs that are at a higher level of care then Evansville EMS can provide.  These would normally include-pulseless nonbreather, chest pain that can not be controlled with aspirin and nitro (patient must have this prescription).  Breathing difficulty that can not be controlled by the medicines that we carry.  Any unconscious subject.


Q:	When do we use Med Flight?

A:	Med Flight is used for traumatic injuries, whether they are by a car accident or falls.  They are also used for Pulseless nonbreathers and unconscious subjects.  They are called at the discretion of the EMS crew.
