Meeting called to order by Chair Ringhand at 6:00 p.m.

Agenda approved as printed on a Hammann/Larson motion, unanimous.

Minutes of the September 23, 2009 meeting were approved as printed on a Hammann/Janes motion, unanimous.

Review of the Future Land Use Map – Rock County Planner Colin Byrnes submitted a detail plat map that shows where residences are located, road names, parks, conservancy areas, etc. that help verify the inconsistencies we found in the maps.  Colin has reviewed and agrees with the recommended changes we have made.  Ringhand will get the changes to Bobbie McIlroy at Foth to get the map finalized.  

Other Business – Ringhand discussed a 50 year plan with County Planner Colin Byrnes.  Byrnes stated that several what-if scenarios would have to be written at his point as there are several issues pending.  Byrnes sited Transportation as a major issue, there is talk of making Hwy 14 four lanes from Janesville to Madison, which would affect Evansville, either with a by-pass or widened street through town; second is the idea of high speed rail that may go through Rock County.  Either of these scenarios could greatly alter what would/could happen in the future.
