MINUTES
1.  Roll Call.  Sandy Decker called the meeting to order at 7:00 am. 2.  Opening round/introductions.  All members present introduced themselves and their purpose on the team.
3.  Approval of agenda.

4.  Determination of regular monthly meeting time.  After discussion it was decided that the team will meet the first Tuesday of each month at 7:00 am.
5.  History of Energy Independent Pilot Community 25 x 25 Planning Grant.  Mayor Sandy Decker explained the history of the energy independence department and the grant application process.
6.  Grant parameters and requirements.  Mayor Sandy Decker explained the requirements of the grant, specifically the federal reporting requirements and the public relations and promotional events as “pilot communities”.  The process we will take to create a plan for the City to be using 25% renewable energy by 2025 includes an energy audit of facilities to establish a baseline of current usage, identification of alternative scenarios for reaching the 25X25 goal and writing an Energy Independence plan.
7.  Role of the Energy Independence Team (EIT).  Mayor Sandy Decker thanked all the members for agreeing serve on this team and explained that the role of the team is to identify priorities (projects) that will contribute to the 25X25 goal, evaluating the results of different scenarios using these priorities and drafting an energy independence plan that accomplishes the 25X25 goal.  Another role of the EIT is to widen the community base of support for energy efficiency, conservation, and the use of renewable energy.
8.  Identification of 10 local priorities at March EIT meeting.  At the March 3, 2009 meeting of the energy independence team, 10 local priorities need to be identified.  Some possibilities are the Waste Water Treatment Plant, Police Department remodel, street lights, Westside Park bathroom and vehicle purchases.
9.  Other local energy initiative updates.  The Energy Fair is April 24.  The WPPI Energy Executive Committee will also be meeting in Evansville the same week.  The Office of Energy Independence is planning to meet here the afternoon of the Energy Fair.  Governor Doyle has been invited.

10.  Other business.  Suggestion to use local businesses in the conversion to energy efficiency if at all possible.
