3. Approval of agenda.  Approved
4. Motion to waive the reading of the minutes of the February 16, 2009, regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Approved
5. Report on March 2 EI Coordinator conference call.  The March 2nd meeting has been cancelled and will be rescheduled.
6. Identification of ten possible project priorities for incorporation into Evansville 25x25 plan.  The following were suggestions for possible 10 priorities:
-The new WWTP

-The street lights being upgraded to LED lights

-Solar panels being installed at the Veterans Memorial Aquatic Center

-Upgrades to the Public Works Shop (solar or wind renewable energy/Hot air collectors)

-electrical upgrade to the south loop

-The Community Senior Center

-New City vehicle purchases (possible neighborhood electric vehicle)

-Change lights in City buildings to energy efficient lights

-Planting/landscaping in City parks and other City areas to reduce mowing and increase runoff etc.

-Changes in the lights at the baseball/softball diamonds in the park

-Incorporate solar energy into the new Police Station (look at the EMS building and Water & Light Shop as well)
-The West Side Park shelter/bathroom

-City Hall (consider roofing/heating system)

-South Meadows Apartments (Hot water)

8. Discussion of audit process.  Street light inventory distributed.  Audit to be completed by March 26 is somewhat unlikely.  Discussion on LED lighting in the City (directional lights, life cycle on LED light, energy savings, and maintenance)
