1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 am by Mayor Sandy Decker.

3. Motion to waive the reading of the minutes of the May 5, 2009 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  John Morning was not in attendance at the May 5, 2009 meeting minutes will reflect the change.
4. Update on work of Energy Center of Wisconsin (LED street light replacement plan and contact information of Focus on Energy consultant working on waste water treatment plant upgrade sent to Energy Center on May 15).  Mayor Sandy Decker reported that she is waiting for a response from on the energy reduction information and hopes to have an update by next months meeting.  Dave Wartenweiler gave an update on the WWTP.  The bid date has been extended to June 11, 2009.  Mayor Sandy Decker reported that the City may be eligible for stimulus funds for some of our projects.
5. Review of list of ten project priorities.  The LED street light project and the WWTP were identified as the top two priorities within the city.  The grant work plan includes reducing the list to the top 5 or 6 priorities.
6. Preliminary discussion of use of decision rules to rank priorities.  Decision rules and baseline presented to Common Council at May 2009 meeting.  Use of a decision matrix to rank projects is a possibility for future meetings when data from the Energy Center becomes available.
7. Required 2nd quarter reporting meeting of pilot 25 x25 grant communities in conjunction with Wisconsin Counties Association, June 29, 2009, Stevens Point.  Mayor Sandy Decker will be attending this meeting and handed out an agenda of it for the committee to review.
8. Common Council dissolution of Public Benefits Committee.  Review of Public Benefits Report.  The Public Benefits Committee has been dissolved.  There was discussion about putting a focus on weatherization for low income households.
9. Other local energy initiative updates.  Mayor Sandy Decker reported that the APPA had invited someone from the Energy Fair to be a speaker at their convention in Colorado Springs.  The cost of travel and participation will be approximately $2000.  Monies are not available to send a speaker.
