MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 am by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll call.  Dane Albright, Butch Beedle, Steve Carlson, Sandy Decker, Fred Juergens, John Morning, John Rasmussen, Janis Ringhand, Jodi Sam, and Kendall Wethal.  Also present was Shawn Weitner. Absent:, Heidi Carvin, Georgia Duerst-Lahti, Scott George, Alicia Rankin, and Dave Wartenweiler.
3. Motion to waive the reading of the minutes of the September 1, 2009 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Approved.
4. Report of September 23, 2009 third Quarter Meeting of Pilot Community Team Leaders, Eau Claire.  Shawn Weitner provided and reviewed with all members a memo on helping the City reach its 25X25 goal.
5. Review of template for 25X25 Plan.  Mayor Sandy Decker reviewed the template that was handed out and the provided the team with the information we will need to provide in the final report due to the Energy Center of Wisconsin in mid December.  There was an explanation of “the tool” that will provide the energy team with 3 or 4 ways to accomplish our 25X25 goal.
6. Discussion of information required for priority list items to be sent to the Energy Center of Wisconsin. The emphasis was placed on the 25% needing to be renewable energy (not efficiency measures).  WPPI sells renewable energy, which was provided as an option if we are unable to reach our 25% goal on our own.  Discussion about WPPI and the wind turbine, and the renewable energy from that project.  (Discussion of Alicia Rankin’s memo regarding the cost of the wind turbine and a 0% interest loan and the turnaround time for the turbine of approximately 4-5 months)
7. Energy Updates.

a. Climate Showcase Communities grant application.  There were 450 applicants for this grant across the county (the City did not receive this grant).
b. EECBG application due November 12. This grant is very specific as to what projects are covered by the grant.  The City will submit for the street light upgrade and potentially new lights for the Welcome to Evansville Signs.  There is no match required for this grant and $5 million are available with $225,000 available to each community.
8. Next steps.  Gather information on the pumps, the lighting and heating at the Public Works shop, vehicles and how we are going to account for the vehicles.  Discussion of completing the 3rd phase at pool and the propane use over the last 3 years at the pool.  Would like to see the panels cover at the pool added to the priority list.
