4. Report on American Public Power Association Customer Connections Conference, Colorado.  Mayor Sandy Decker reported that the conference she attended in Colorado covered much discussion on nuclear energy as a reliable source of renewable energy and that many marketing and customer relations representatives from around the country were present.
5. Update on second round of 25X25 planning grant communities.   Stimulus grant applications are due next week to hopefully provide the City with money for lighting. 
6. Review general information on Orion light pipes, living roofs.  Orion is working on the numbers for the cost of the project and will be getting back to us.  Could offer a $14,000 per year reduction in operating cost for the City. 
7. Review Energy Center information on LED streetlight upgrade.

8. Status report on technical information gathering for street lighting, WWTP upgrade, well pumps, pool solar panels and thermal blanket, public works garage heating and lighting.    Discussion about 3 LED lights on the new Welcome to Evansville signs, Shawn Wietner is looking at the information regarding the WWTP and the well pumps.  Questions regarding solar panels at the pool have been sent to Dave Wartenweiler, Rich Hamacker and Dave Sauer and we are awaiting answers.  The Public Works Department is considering the potential of an outside wood burner for heating the garage
9. Next steps to accomplish plan submission on December 17, 2009.  The Energy Center will be providing us with an economic analysis and several ways that the City can meet the 25X25 goal before the December 1st meeting. The City will then need to determine which path it will follow to meet these goals.
