2. Motion to waive the reading of the minutes of the September 14, 2010 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Approved
3. Status of EECBG lighting projects.  

· Street lights.  Mayor Decker reported that the street light project is complete and came in under budget
· Public Works facility.  Dave Wartenweiler reported that the project has begun but is still in progress.
4. Discussion about energy audits of municipal buildings. 8. Update on mayoral challenge for residential renewable energy and green power for business program.  Mayor Decker reported on the Mayoral challenge and indicated that there is a goal of 30 new blocks per month which is a 10% increase.
