2. Motion to waive the reading of the minutes of the February 2, 2010 and June 8, 2010 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Approved
3. 25 X 25 Plan presentations to Water & Light Committee and Common Council.  Mayor Sandy Decker made presentations to both the Water & Light Committee and the Common Council regarding our 25 X 25 plan.
4. Status of EECBG lighting projects.
