MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 am by Mayor Sandy Decker.  
2. Roll call.  Dane Albright, Steve Carlson, Heidi Carvin, Sandy Decker, John Morning, John Rasmussen, Janis Ringhand and Jodi Sam.  Absent:  Butch Beedle,  Georgia Duerst-Lahti, Scott George, Fred Juergens, Alicia Rankin, Dave Wartenweiler and Kendall Wethal.
3. Motion to waive the reading of the minutes of the December 7, 2010, March 15, 2011 and July 12, 2011 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Approved.
4. Status of EECBG funding.  Mayor Decker provided update that LED street lights project and the Public Works garage lighting upgrade have both been completed.  Dan Wietecha is putting together a final report.
5. Update on wind turbine.  Mayor Decker provided a handout on the wind turbine.  The City will need to make a small payment to WPPI this year because the turbine was under the projected amount this year.  
6. Upcoming WPPI Power Report with Evansville as featured community.  Mayor Decker informed the committee that the City of Evansville will be the featured community for the WPPI Power Report in November.
7. WPPI Energy update as provided at October 20, 2011 Chief Executives Breakfast during League Annual Conference.  WPPI Energy President Mike Peters will attend December Evansville Common Council meeting.  Mayor Decker gave update from the Chief Executives Breakfast and stated that WPPI’s new President Mike Peters will give a 15-20 minute presentation at the December Common Council meeting.
8. Possible revitalization of Energy Independence Community Program by the State Energy Office of the Wisconsin Department of Administration.  Exploratory meeting November 4, 2011 in Jefferson.  Mayor Decker reported that she will be attending the meeting of the pilot communities in Jefferson.
9. Discussion regarding proposed legislation impacting municipal electric utilities.  League Lobby Corps meeting November 2, 2011, in Madison.  Mayor Decker reported on the proposed legislation that will affect the utilities.
10. Disbursement of public benefits energy efficiency funds.  Mayor Decker reported that the City had approximately $85,000 in CTC funds that need to be spent by the end of 2011.  A large amount of that money has gone to purchase a variable speed pump for one of the wells, the Water and Light and Public Works buildings have both received new furnaces, a new battery was purchased for the neighborhood electric vehicle and new monitors were purchased for the library.  Dave Wartenweiler is still working on getting a wood burner for the Public Works garage, and some of the remaining money will be spent on the Energy Fair.
11. 2012 Energy Fair.  Mayor Decker reported that this will be the 10th Anniversary for the Energy Fair.  The committee is looking into some larger events for the anniversary, “Super Scientific Circus” for example.
12. School energy efficiency review.  Heidi Carvin reported on the schools audits and updates.
13. Review of status of implementation of Evansville 25 X 25 plan.  Mayor Decker reviewed the original 5 goals of our 25 X 25 plan and stated that we are making good progress.
