3. Motion to waive the reading of the minutes of the December 7, 2010 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Approved
4. Update on mayoral challenge for residential and business renewable energy programs.  Mayor Decker reported a 25% increase to 73 blocks of renewable energy each month which places Evansville at exactly the 24% we needed for the Mayoral challenge.
5. Report on APPA Legislative Rally in Washington, D.C., February 28-March 2, 2011.  Mayor Decker distributed handout from the rally that highlighted issues at the federal level.  56 people from Wisconsin were in attendance.

10. 2011 Energy Fair, including tour of waste water treatment facility and turbine.  Mayor Decker handed out the Energy Fair flyer and reported the tours this year will be of the waste water treatment facility and turbine.
11. Waste water treatment facility upgrade recognized by the Daily Reporter (construction publication) and nominated by DNR for sustainability award of Wisconsin Rural Water Association.  Mayor Decker reported the nomination for sustainability award for our waste water treatment facility.
12. Report on December 15, 2020, meeting of 2009 and 2010 Pilot Energy Independent Communities and Wisconsin Office of energy Independence.  Mayor Decker attended reporting meeting in Waukesha and gave details.  The pilot program has ended due to lack of funding for a third year.
