Minutes

1. Call to order.  Meeting called to order at 7:05 a.m.

2. Roll call.  In attendance:  Butch Beedle, Kendall Wethal, Dane Albright, Cory Neeley, John Rasmussen, Heidi Carvin, Sandy Decker, Fred Juergens, Steve Carlson, Mark Sendelbach, Jason Sergeant.

3. Motion to approve agenda.  Approved.

4. Motion to waive the reading of the November 19, 2014 and February 4, 2015 meeting minutes and approve them as printed.  Minutes approved.

5. Updates.
a. Energy Fair (Butch).  April 24; everything is set.
b. Green and Healthy Schools Initiative (Cory).  On hold; needs teacher champion and involvement of facilities manager for the school district.  Will revisit initiative with district superintendent in the future.
c. Community Garden Update (Butch).  Board established.  By-laws, rules, etc. in place.  In talking with other community gardens, typically 8 to 10 plots rented in first year—local interest is strong.  Already have 20 participants; can accommodate up to 80
d. Wind Turbine (Sandy).  City engineer is working with HH Solar on contract extension.  Warranty period ends in July.  Still discussion about blade extensions to improve efficiency.  Fort Atkinson added blade extension package shortly after turbine installation.
e. Outreach and advocacy (Sandy).  APPA Legislative Rally in D.C. last month.  Four items of main discussion:  EPA proposed rules for carbon emissions at existing power plants; preservation of tax exempt financing; grid security; and rail delivery disruptions.  Also recently advocating for continuation of federal historic preservation tax credits.
f. AMI (Mark).  Equipment contract will be considered by Council at April meeting.  Pilot program for small number of customers to test software this summer.  City-wide installation begins this fall.
g. E3 (Cory).  Limited time offer because program staff focus community by community.  Free installation of aerators, low flow shower heads, water pipe insulation, CFL/LED light bulb change outs.  Focus on Energy program—will have table at Energy Fair next to Evansville Water and Light.
h. Other.  Jason reported on Ice Age Trail decision to include Evansville.  Efforts to make trail multipurpose, including biking, were discussed.  Evansville residents want pedestrian/bike trail improvements.  Incorporating into IAT development would be a win-win. 

6. Continued Discussion of Sustainability Focus in Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan Update.  Jason reported briefly on the visual preference survey.  Importance of development of a community sustainability plan as an implementation goal of the comprehensive plan update was discussed.  City efforts to lead by example will be a feature included in sustainability plan development.  Community-wide involvement is successful end product of a sustainability plan.  Some additional suggested features of a sustainability plan include banks involvement, such as a lower-interest loan program for energy projects; a citizen recognition program that will enhance civic pride and foster additional activity; encouraging development of a LEED neighborhood; transportation initiatives that enhance walkability; and installation of electric vehicle charging stations in visible locations.
