MINUTES FROM LAST MEETING

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by McCoy, to accept minutes of April 03, 2007 meeting.  Motion carried.  

CONTINUING BUSINESS

No continuing business.

COMMUNICATIONS FROM CHIEF

No new communications.

NEW BUILDING / FIRE STATION
Eric from Strand Associates spoke to board of proposal regarding options for addition and remodel of existing fire station.

1. Single story addition – 12,560 total gross square feet with an estimated cost of $1 – $1.3 million.
This proposal does not meet space needs requirements.

2. Two-story addition – 18,640 total gross square feet with an estimated cost of $1.7 – $2.2 million.

Estimates based on $50-$70 per square foot remodel cost.  New building costs estimate $90-$110 per square foot.  Both options require maintaining occupancy of current facility during construction and remodel process.

LAND PURCHASE

Parcel of land on Water Street could be a viable site for new building.  Hamilton questioned Board’s thought process during purchase of property adjacent to current station.  Schneider stated at time of purchase it was decided an addition to current location would be an economical option for space issues; but in looking toward the long-run feel a new location would best serve the district for a longer period of time.  Cost of Water Street property is $160,000.00 for 4-acres.  Additional acreage south of this parcel is also available for $2,000.00 per acre.  Potential construction cost of new station, including a 5-10% inflation index, is estimated at $120 per square foot.  Total construction cost of only building is $1.8-$2.2 million.  Water Street property has water, sewer and 3-phase electric available.  Cost of constructing only a shell building is estimated at $60-$80 per square foot.

The following steps are necessary in this process:


1.  Direction of building options 



a. New building, including a proposal from Varco Pruden for structure



b. Addition to current structure


2.  Land purchase


3.  Sale of existing building and adjacent lot

Schneider proposed special meeting of joint municipalities to discuss these items.  Board members will contact their municipalities to schedule a special joint meeting during the week of June 18.  Hamilton proposed closing this meeting during property purchasing phase.  

Land options being pursued for purchase by the district include:


1.  8 acres parcel south of town; which is currently not available


2.  4 acres on Water Street


3.  Parcel at intersection of Church and Maple Streets; which would challenge main road access


4.  Parcel north of town

EXISTING SALE OF CURRENT BUILDING

Discussion included above.

FIRE SERVICE APPRECIATION PLAQUES

Issue tabled at this time.

PAYMENT OF BILLS

Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Wessels, to approve payment of May bills in the amount of $20,851.77.  Motion carried.

FIRE CALLS

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Topel, to approve fire calls 37 and 38 as non-billable.  Motion carried.

USER FEE INVOICES

Motion made by Wessels, 2nd Topel, to contact WE Energies regarding past-due invoice for fire call from November, 2006.  If response not made within 10 days, invoice to be sent to attorney for collection.  Motion carried.

OTHER NON-ACTIONABLE BUSINESS PRESENTED TO BOARD

Request made for fire trucks to assist with traffic control during bike portion of a triathlon being held on June 02.  Board consensus is to allow Chief to make decision of commitment.

Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Wessels, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
