MINUTES FROM LAST MEETING

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Hamilton, to accept minutes of March 04, 2008 meeting as printed.  Motion carried.  

CONTINUING BUSINESS
No continuing business.
COMMUNICATIONS FROM CHIEF
No communications presented.

NEW BUILDING / FIRE STATION
Presentation given by Dean from Excel Engineering and Norm from Bob Kimball Construction regarding bids submitted for new station.  Budget presented is $2,323,970.  Norm reviewed for board members itemized subcontractor bids.  Furniture, fixtures and equipment estimate increased from $100,000 to $260,000.  Bids submitted from local HVAC and electrical contractors were not low with other category bids being low from local businesses.  Topel suggested review of two low electrical contractors as to references.
Building budget does not exceed tax levy threshold where municipality approval is required.

Chief reviewed for Board financial institution bids for construction and final loan financing.  Interest rates presented were lower than initial projections.

· Union Bank & Trust Company – 1 year fixed-rate, interest only construction loan at 4.73%, with $5,000.00 bank fee.

· M&I Bank – two proposals given
· 3 year -  fixed rate, 20 year amortization at 3.65% (estimate payment of $11,775.00 per month)

· 5 year – fixed rate, 20 year amortization at 4.05% (estimate payment of $12,990.00 per month)

Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by Jacobson, to accept M&I financing for 5 year, fixed rate, 20 year amortization at 4.05%.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Jacobson, to proceed with building process, qualifying two lowest bidders in all itemized divisions with three (3) references of similar sized projects within a three (3) year period.  Motion carried.
Ground breaking ceremony of new facility was discussed.  Date currently set as April 09, 2008 at 4:00 p.m.

PAYMENT OF BILLS

Motion made by Topel, 2nd by Wessels, to approve payment of April bills in the amount of $61,698.99, which includes payment to Jim Frechette, check 4277, in the amount of $2,800.00.  This check will be held until presentation of audit is made to Board.    Motion carried.

FIRE CALLS

Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by Jacobson, to accept fire calls 17, 18, 19, 22, 24, 25 and 26 as non-billable.  Motion carried.
USER FEE INVOICES

User fee invoices were reviewed.
Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by Hamilton, to write off finance charges for user fee invoices 7084, 7102 and 7110 as original payment due was paid.  Motion carried.
OTHER NON-ACTIONABLE BUSINESS PRESENTED TO BOARD

Question brought from Board regarding building “Green.”  Schneider read email received on this issue.  Dean from Excel Engineering report Focus on Energy completed a study for the new station.  Several recommendations from study have been incorporated into new station.  Geo-thermal has not been included due to cost vs. return.  Excel Engineering is in the process of completing rebate documentation and application process.
Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Hamilton, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
