** Question addressed from Public.  Who is liable if property access is restricted to fire call?  Board response – property owner has responsibility to guarantee access of fire vehicles in case of fire call.  Board discussed possibility of advertising reminder to public regarding access for fire vehicles.  Options to include flyer inserted with utility invoice and reminder on spaghetti dinner invitation.  Advertisement of Safety Reminder will be added as agenda item for September 02, 2008 district meeting.
NEW BUILDING / FIRE STATION

Steel for new station has been delivered and is being erected.  At this time, erection is running approximately 2 weeks behind schedule.  Costs of approximately $4,000.00 have been added to final cost of project due to de-watering of foundation and building upgrades.  Cost overages of $7,899.00 for additions and design enhancements have been reported to date.
Chief Halvensleben to follow-up with WPPI regarding grant funds potential.

Chief Halvensleben researching ability to use excess landfill from excavation on back lot to reduce slope.
MULTIPLE VEHICLE ACCIDENT BILLING POLICY

Wessels stated to Board current policy, not written, to split user fees equally for fire calls to incidents with multiple users.  Wessels requested Board generation of written policy, incorporated as addition to current resolutions.  Item will be added as agenda item to September 02, 2008 district meeting.

PAYMENT OF BILLS

Invoices were reviewed.
