MINUTES FROM LAST MEETING

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Topel to accept August 05, 2008 minutes as written.  Motion carried.  

CONTINUING BUSINESS
No new continuing business.
COMMUNICATIONS FROM CHIEF
Laptop computer installation for fire trucks has begun.  Installation for trucks 64 and 686 is complete, truck 61 is pending.  Installation for truck 63 has been delayed pending possible truck replacement.
Relocation of radio tower was approved by City of Evansville.

Chief Halvensleben thanked Jim Hurley for 17 years of service to department; Jim has been transferred to Kansas City as part of GM relocation.

NEW BUILDING / FIRE STATION

Chief Halvensleben gave update of progress made for new station.  Concrete is being poured, masonry work has started, plumbing and electrical installation has begun.  Targeted completion date for new station is November 01, 2008.  Complete evacuation of current fire station should be complete by January 01, 2009.
ADVERTISEMENT & SAFETY REMINDER FOR FIRE ACCESS TO PROPERTY
Discussion ensued regarding best resources to use for reminder flyer to property owners regarding fire access to properties.  Suggestions included reminder flyer in utility invoices, advertisements placed in local papers and flyer sent to all District residents.  Reminder notice in utility invoices option is not available until January, 2009.  Purpose of reminder notice is an attempt to eliminate fire district liability for delayed response due to lack of access to property.
Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Jacobson, authorizing Schneider and Billing Clerk Wendt to draft public safety notice.  Notice draft will be presented to Board at October 07, 2008 District meeting.  Motion carried.
RESOLUTION UPDATE – MULTI-VEHICLE ACCIDENT BILLING PRACTICE

Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by Hamilton, to amend Ordinance 1997-1, Ordinance Creating Fire Protection Response Fee.  Amendment to add billing practices in instances of multi-primary party accidents.  Billing Clerk Wendt will draft amendment, to be included with September 02, 2008 minutes, to state “if multiple primary parties are involved, the user fee charged will be assessed equally.”  Amendment will be signed by board at October 07, 2008 District meeting.  Motion carried.
PAYMENT OF BILLS

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Wessels, to approve payment of September bills in the amount of $78,963.43, of which $11,266.72 is regular district accounts payable and $67,696.71 will be drawn against new station construction account.  Motion carried.

Account payable expense category for check 4377 will be corrected to building maintenance.

2008 PRELIMINARY BUDGET

Preliminary budget disbursed.  Chief Halvensleben reviewed proposed $369,080.00 budget for Board.
Estimated annual payment for new station is $150,500.00, based on 20 year accrual of $1,900,000.00 loan balance.

Funds in User Fee checking account on December 31, 2007, will be used to offset budgeted amount.  User Fee account balance on December 31, 2008, will be used to offset 2010 budget.
Equalized assessed values are needed from municipalities; final budget will be reviewed for approval at October 07, 2008 meeting.

FIRE CALLS

Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by Jacobson, to approve fire calls 66 and 71 missed from August 05, 2008 meeting, and current calls 78, 79, 80, 82 and 83, as non-billable.  Motion carried.    
USER FEE INVOICES

Invoices were reviewed.  
Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by McCoy, to write-off $31.81 finance charge from user fee invoice 8007, paid by WI Department of Transportation.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Topel, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
