DNR grant of approximately $10,000.00 has been awarded to District.  Funds will be used for radio tower, projection equipment and TV.
Preliminary bids have been received for new grass rig.  Chief state lowest bid is Ford F-350 Diesel, single axle.  $32,740.00.
Snow plow for clearing driveway at new station is needed.  Bid has been received of $4,100.00, to be installed on 1999 grass rig.  Price includes installation on vehicle.

USER FEE INVOICES

Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by Hamilton, to write-off finance charge billed to invoice 8049 as original invoice amount paid by DOT.  Motion carried.
Request for payment arrangement on user fee invoice 8098 has been received.  Payments of $25.00 to $30.00 per month will be received until invoice is paid in full.  Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Wessels, to accept payment arrangement if payments are consistent.  Motion carried.
Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by Hamilton, to write-off user fee invoice 7109B per advice of collection attorney Anthony Kraujalis.  Motion carried.

Collection letter from Anthony Kraujalis was reviewed by Board.  Board would like Kraujalis to pursue action on user fee invoices 8047, 8051B, 8030, 8021 and 7109A.
