Chief Halvensleben brought appeal for user fee invoice 8084, fire call to gas odor at 273 Water Street on August 17, 2008 to board.  Chief requested invoice fee be waived as appellant was not contacted at time of call.  Chief stated fire department policy has been placed.  Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by Jacobson, to waive fee.  Motion carried.
Motion made by Schneider, 2nd by McCoy, to adjourn Board of Appeals Meeting.  Motion carried.

The regular monthly meeting was called back into session.

MINUTES FROM LAST MEETING

Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by McCoy, to accept minutes from February 03, 2009 as written.  Motion carried.
CONTINUING BUSINESS

No continuing business discussed.
COMMUNICATIONS FROM CHIEF
Chief stated new grass rig has been ordered. Scheduled delivery date is early April.  Sale of current grass rig will not take place until new unit has arrived been equipped and placed in service.
NEW BUILDING / FIRE STATION

Chief Halvensleben stated new countertops have been ordered for kitchen as replacement of current.  New overhead doors to kitchen will be replaced with countertops.
Monies have been held from payment for HVAC until spring to insure correct start-up of air conditioning units.

In-floor radiant heat pump has been replaced again.  A larger pump has been installed.

A traffic signal will be installed on Water Street in spring.  Chief is researching cost of sign that will activate when fire tones are sounded.

SALE OF 1980 GRASS RIG

Sale of truck is being held until arrival and service-ready of new grass rig.   Item has been tabled until June, 2009 district meeting when sealed bids will be accepted.
FIRE STATION USE POLICY

Schneider distributed copies of policies he located for other districts.  Chief expressed concern with children in building.  He stated the station has been equipped so certain areas of building can be locked off.  Firefighters would need priority access to building at all times.  Statement regarding preference to Municipality use only, including voting and meetings, was discussed.  Liability for use was also discussed.  A user fee for use would need to be initiated.  Item tabled to April 07, 2009 meeting to give Board time to read policies distributed.
PAYMENT OF BILLS

Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Wessels, to approve payment of March bills in the amount of $28,043.72.  Payment includes payment to Phil Nevel for 2008 property tax due, approved at February 03, 2009 meeting.  Motion carried.  
FIRE CALLS

Motion made by Schneider, 2nd by Wessels, to list fire calls 15, 16 and 21 as non-billable.  Motion carried.  

USER FEE INVOICES

Invoices reviewed.  Board reviewed email from Collection Attorney Tony Kraujalis regarding invoices 8021 and 8047.  Mitzi will contact Kraujalis regarding Special Assessment for invoice 8021; Chief Halvensleben stated he would be willing to attend court for invoice if Special Assessment not available.
Motion made by Wessels, 2nd by Jacobson, to accept payments for invoice 8047 with balance to be paid in full within 12 months covering attorney fees and interest due.  Motion carried.

Topel questioned 2007 invoices still active; majority of invoices are awaiting payment from Special Assessment.  

Invoices 8103 and 8107 have not been invoiced due to lack of user information.  Fire District is unable to access information after completion of call within City limits.    Agenda item will be added to April 07, 2009 meeting regarding protocol of non-property fire calls within City limits.
OTHER NON-ACTIONABLE BUSINESS PRESENTED TO BOARD

Chief Halvensleben stated District has two CDs maturing at Union Bank & Trust Company.  He will investigate renewal rates and investigate option of re-investing one for 6 months and one for 12 months.  Schneider and McCoy may need to sign new signature cards.
Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Topel, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.
