Appeal heard for user fee invoice 1099, for ammonia odor occurring on November 8, 2010.  Respondent and Mike Halvensleben explained nature of call.  Motion made by Binversie, 2nd by Viney, to dismiss user fee as no leakage found.  Motion carried unanimously. 
User fee invoice 1094, carbon monoxide detector sounding at residence occurring on December 10, 2010, tabled at January 04, 2011 Board of Appeals meeting, re-opened. Board discussed new State mandate regarding carbon monoxide detector use.  Homeowner insurance does not cover this type of call.  Motion made by Schneider, no 2nd, to dismiss charge.  Motion dismissed.  Motion made by Jacobson, 2nd by McCoy, to reduce fee to $272.00.  Jacobson amended motion to reduce fee to $172.00 to cover cost of call. McCoy 2nd amended motion.    Motion carried unanimously.

Motion made by Schneider, 2nd by Binversie, to adjourn Board of Appeals Meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  The regular monthly meeting was called back into session at 7:25 p.m.

COMMUNICATIONS FROM CHIEF
Chief Wendt discussed need for supervision during public use of fire station; there have been reports of people in prohibited areas of the station.
REVIEW OF NEW FIRE FIGHTER MEMBERSHIP ACCEPTANCE PROCESS
Fire Officers are reviewing current policies and procedures.  Process to be added as agenda item monthly until by-laws and membership policy have been updated and approved.

Board discussed possible term lengths for elected fire officers from annual term to staggered term to insure tenured officer always available on fire officer board.

FIRE CALLS

Motion made by Jacobson, 2nd by Binversie, to list fire calls 1, 2, 8, 9 and 10, from January, 2011, as non-billable.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Motion made by Jacobson, 2nd by Binversie, to list fire calls 11 and 12, from February, 2011, as non-billable.  Motion carried unanimously.

USER FEE INVOICES

Invoices reviewed. 
Request received from Attorney Tony Kraujalis regarding user fee invoice 1016, for fire call dated February 26, 2010 and sent for collection.  User requests reduction of user fee to $400.00 to prevent additional charges of attorney fees for submitting for judgment.  Motion made by Wyse, 2nd by Binversie, to accept $400.00 settlement offer.  Motion amended by Wyse to include payment must be received by March 31, 2011.  Binversie 2nd updated motion.  Motion carried less one non-acceptance.  Mitzi will contact Kraujalis regarding acceptance of request.

Payment of $250.00 received for user fee invoice 1047, dated June 06, 2010, with request to reduce fee to paid amount due to financial hardship.  Motion made by Jacobson, 2nd by Binversie, to deny reduction of fee as deemed a billable call and should be covered by insurance.   Mitzi will process letter to user for remaining payment due to be received within 30 days and suggest submission of claim to insurance company.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Viney, to write-off finance charges for the following user fee invoices paid by DOT:  invoice 1045 in the amount of $25.15 and invoice 1046 in the amount of $24.90.  Motion carried unanimously.

Update collection letter from Attorney Tony Kraujalis reviewed by Board.
Motion made by Wyse, 2nd by Binversie, to write-off user fee invoice 8041, due to user bankruptcy motion filed by user before judgment filing.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion made by Jacobson, 2nd by Binversie, to seek advice regarding information needed to pursue action on user fee invoices 9080 and 8116.  Motion carried unanimously.  Mitzi will contact Kraujalis regarding how to proceed.
