MINUTES FROM LAST MEETING

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Binversie, to accept minutes of May 03, 2011 meeting as written.  Motion carried unanimously.  

CONTINUING BUSINESS
Due to inability to act on continuing business not listed as an agenda item, this item will no longer be listed.  
COMMUNICATIONS FROM CHIEF
Chief Wendt stated DNR grant was awarded in the amount of $9,064.00.  This grant covers purchase of foam, gear, helmets/hard hats, coverall pants and hose fittings.  This grant is 50/50 reimbursement from DNR; check written for amount of awarded grant with reimbursement once DNR receives receipts for items purchased.
Carbon monoxide detector information literature disbursed to Board.  Board discussed placing an advertisement in The Evansville Review and information disbursement in water & light invoices.

Chief Wendt stated concern of excessive building use and scheduling conflicts.

Building generator is currently having battery issues.  Chief Wendt disbursed proposed maintenance agreement with Cumins.  Proposal is for annual service including oil change and routine maintenance.  Cost of this service is $1,755.00 for 3 year contract.  Maintenance agreement will be added as agenda item on July 05, 2011 meeting.

Software update costs for fire truck computers have been received from Rock County in the amount of $750.00.  Software update costs will be added as agenda item for July 05, 2011 meeting.
Chief Wendt attended Rock County Fire Officer meeting in Whitewater.  Whitewater fire department received a FEMA grant for approximately $260,000.00 toward the purchase of new pumper truck.  Wendt stated this grant comes with stipulations such as current pumper truck cannot be sold to another fire department and new truck needs to be put into service within the next 12 months.

No updates have been received regarding pager grant.

Chief Wendt is pursuing another DNR grant for radios.

2010 FINAL AUDIT RESULTS
Final audit results were viewed by Commissioners.  Extra copies of report are available at fire station.

Jim Frechette addressed the 2011 Fund Balance policy; literature will be forwarded to members upon receipt to billing clerk.

Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Hamilton, to accept Auditor report and authorize payment in the amount of $3,975.00.   Motion carried unanimously.

FEE SCHEDULE FOR CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTOR RESPONSE
Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Wyse, to charge carbon monoxide detector fee of $150.00 for first-time user and $500.00 user fee for each call thereafter with no appeals.  Jacobson questioned how this fee would be monitored.  Mitzi will track invoices through QuickBooks.  Fee schedule will be disclosed in informational packet District discussed previously.

New account will be added to QuickBooks for fees received from building use; account title to be Building Use Income.

USER FEE INVOICES

Invoices reviewed.  
Letter of collection status reviewed from Attorney Kraujalis:

Motion made by Wyse, 2nd by Hamilton, to write off user fee invoice 1050 upon attorney recommendation; user lives in Illinois and attorney feels cost is excessive for amount of claim.  Discussion regarding legal action process; Jacobson voiced frustration at collection process.  Wyse withdrew motion with 2nd from Hamilton.  Motion made by Jacobson, 2nd by Binversie, to have attorney send another letter and request lawsuit be initiated in Wisconsin.  Motion carried with Hamilton opposing.

User fee 8041 - Jacobson disappointed in fact user filed bankruptcy and fire district not listed on creditor list.

Motion made by Schneider, 2nd by Hamilton, to accept May 23, 2011 attorney report.  Motion carried unanimously with Jacobson contacting attorney for information regarding collection process.
Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Jacobson, to write off $28.85 on user fee invoice 1091 and $16.63 finance charge on user fee invoice 1094.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion made by Schneider, 2nd by Jacobson, to accept 10 payments of $25.00 each, beginning July 01, 2011, for user fee invoice 1075B.  Motion carried unanimously.

OTHER NON-ACTIONABLE BUSINESS PRESENTED TO BOARD
President Schneider will be unavailable for the July 05, 2011 board meeting.
McCoy questioned if Board should hire another collection company like Life Quest, which is used by EMS.

Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Binversie, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.
