Appeal heard for user fee invoice 1125, for possible commercial fire at apartment complex on October 2, 2011.  911 tape of call heard by Board.  Appellant questioned his billing for alarm caused by tenant.  Board explained fire district policy of billing fire calls to property owner.  Actual cost of call exceeded the $500.00 user fee billing.  Board suggested Appellant contact insurance carrier for possible claim.  Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Jacobson, to deny appeal as legitimate fire call.  Motion carried unanimously.
Chief Wendt brought appeal before Board of user fee invoice 11137, brush fire at 102 E Main Street, Evansville.  Appellant contacted Chief Wendt directly.  Chief Wendt explained to Appellant City of Evansville’s burn ordinance.  No action taken on Appeal.
Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Schneider, to adjourn Board of Appeals.  Motion carried unanimously.

The regular monthly meeting was called back into session.
MINUTES FROM LAST MEETING

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Schneider, to approve November 01, 2011 minutes as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.

Due to presence of representative from LifeQuest, agenda item for LifeQuest Billing Collection was updated on agenda.
LIFEQUEST BILLING COLLECTION

Laura from LifeQuest was available to answer Board questions regarding billing options.

1.  LifeQuest is available for any of the three billing services

a. Initial

b. Verification of debt

c. Soft-hit collection

2.  LifeQuest does only soft-hit collection vs. current collection process of judgments.

3.  LifeQuest does skip tracing.

4. Collection process is in effect for 6 years.

5. District would only be billed for collection amounts received.

Laura will research the following items and contact Jacobson on the following:

1.  If all services are not requested, would $550.00 set-up fee be reduced?
2. If after 6 years of non-collection, would District still have ability to send claim for hard-hit collection?

No action taken.

COMMUNICATIONS FROM CHIEF
Chief Wendt stated Charter Communications services have been installed in building.  Services include phone, cable, internet and TV.
Reviews are still in progress regarding cost and quantity of updating radios.

Chief Wendt stated need for City to require need of businesses use of Knox boxes for easier access during fire calls.

Truck 61 has crack on pillar post; manufacturer has been contacted.  Manufacturer states warranty will be awarded but truck needs to be delivered to Michigan for repairs which would take truck out of service for up to 30 days.  Chief Wendt will contact Manufacturer for further updates as to repair.
BUILDING FEE SCHEDULE

Town of Union contract is in effect through February, 2012.  President Schneider has been requesting bids for alternate building use.  Agenda item to be added to February 07, 2012 meeting minutes.

NEW FIRE FIGHTER POLICY / ELECTION PROCESS

Updated policy reviewed by Board.  Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Wyse, to accept policy updates.  Motion carried unanimously.

PAYMENT OF BILLS

Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Jacobson, to approve December accounts payable of $58,445.06, which includes normal bills of $23,307.97 and payroll expenses of $35,137.09.  Motion carried unanimously.
FIRE CALLS

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Jacobson, to consider fire calls 133, 134, 136, 138, 139 and 141 from November as non-billable.  Motion carried unanimously.

USER FEE INVOICES

User fee invoice reviewed by Board.

User fee invoice 11043, a request of appeal at July 05, 2011 Board of Appeals meeting, still not paid, was discussed.  Motion made by Jacobson, 2nd by Wyse, to send updated certified letter stating invoice will be sent for special assessment on next tax bill if not paid in 30 days.  Motion carried unanimously.
