MINUTES FROM LAST MEETING

Motion made by Binversie, 2nd by Wyse, to accept minutes of March 06, 2012 meeting as written.  Motion carried unanimously.  

COMMUNICATIONS FROM CHIEF
No updates have been received for radio grant.
New radios should arrive within the next week.

Truck 61 has been repaired.  Copy of repair invoice has been submitted to HME; during repairs factory defects were located.

Fire fighters on truck committee will be attending a trade show in Indianapolis within the next couple of weeks for information on new fire products.
Chief stated fire fighters visited apartment buildings in Evansville to review safety and evacuation procedures with residents.

DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE MOTION REGARDING OUTFITTING OF COMMAND VEHICLE

Fire fighters have located a suburban to purchase.  Chief Wendt presented a $6,000.00 estimate to outfit vehicle.  Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Jacobson, to authorize up to $6,000.00 to fit-out vehicle and Chief to present Board with budget adjustments.  Motion carried unanimously.

BUILDING USE POLICIES AND FEES
Jacobson proposed increase to current fee charged Town of Union for building use.
Discussion concerning actual cost of building use, including utilities and normal wear and tear.  

Schneider would like to review actual building use costs.  
Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Binversie, to increase use fee to $140.00 for voting and Board of Review sessions and $60.00 per meeting.  Wyse discussed need to add amendment to motion to include:  “$140.00 for meetings lasting over 3 hours and $60.00 for meetings up to 3 hours.  Hamilton amended original motion to include with Binversie agreeing.  Motion carried unanimously.  New fee schedule to be retroactive to March 01, 2012.

DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION TO ESTABLISH MISCELLANEOUS DEBIT CARD ACCOUNT

Board preference would be credit card due to ability to dispute charges.
Motion made by Jacobson, 2nd by Binversie, to obtain credit card, with a balance limit not to exceed $5,000.00.  Credit balance to be paid in full monthly with Board approval of all charges.  Chief to be responsible for all charges.  Motion carried unanimously.

CLARIFICATION OF GRANT MONEY

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Binversie, to send former chief certified letter to contact Board President for assistance in reconciliation and closure of previous grants in preparation of possible audit.  Motion carried unanimously.
PAYMENT OF BILLS

Motion made by McCoy, 2nd by Jacobson, to approve payment of April bills in the amount of $8,387.87.  Motion carried unanimously.
FIRE CALLS

Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Binversie, to accept fire calls 21, 23, 24, 26, 27 and 30 as non-billable.  Motion carried unanimously.
USER FEE INVOICES
User fee invoices were reviewed.
Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Binversie, to write-off finance charge from user fee invoice 11079, in the amount of $26.14, as $500.00 fee payment was received from DOT.  Motion carried unanimously.
