Appeals for user fee invoices 13129, 13140, 13142 and 14038 were presented by Gerald Thiede from WE Energies.  Appellant questioned why WE Energies invoiced for gas odors when calls were not initiated by WE Energies.  Appeals Board stated 911 Center should be contacted in cases of public safety. Appeals Board elected to address each appeal separately:

13129, gas odor call dated 11/17/2013 – Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Binversie, to deny appeal as legitimate fire call.  Discussion initiated from Manring regarding a possible agreement for future gas odor calls.  Thiede stated WE Energies places inserts in billing invoices, in an attempt to educate residents, regarding contact information in the event of gas odors. Motion to deny approved unanimously.
13140, gas leak dated 12/03/2013 – leak occurred during maintenance within WE Energies area.  Motion made by Manring, 2nd by Jacobson, to waive fee and invoice to contractor from Evansville Water & Light.  Fire Protection policy is to invoice property owner; property owner is responsible to recoup charges as needed.  Motion denied with 4 opposed, 2 for.  Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Binversie, to deny appeal.  Motion carried.

13142, strong gas odor at meter of residence on 12/07/2013.  Motion made by Binversie, 2nd by Jacobson, to deny appeal as legitimate call.  Motion carried unanimously. 
14038, gas odor in the area of Badger and Higgins Drives, dated 02/08/2014.  Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Binversie, to deny appeal as legitimate call.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion made by Hamilton, 2nd by Binversie, to adjourn Board of Appeals Meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  The regular monthly meeting was called back into session at 7:55 p.m.
