The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on 

December 13, 2006 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, Sperry, Hagen, and Wilbur were present. Also present was Kimberly Gulliksen, assistant to the Director. Toni Coats, Executive Director, was absent.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur and seconded by Commissioner Miller to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry and seconded by Commissioner Hagen to approve the minutes of November 8, 2006 as received. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Hagen and seconded by Commissioner Miller to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

Old Business:  

There was no old business to discuss.

New Business:

All funds for CDBG Loan #TO-2006-02 have been disbursed. A close-out statement has been sent to the homeowner. The files have been reviewed and found to have all required documents properly executed and contained therein. The homeowner will begin making monthly payments this month. 

CDBG Loan #TO-2006-03 was presented. A discussion was held on the work to be done, the bids received, and the lack of equity in the property. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the bid for a furnace only (no air conditioning unit) with a price not to exceed $3092.99. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was passed by a majority vote. Commissioner Hagen had a conflict of interest because he knew the homeowner. The loan will be discussed again at next month’s meeting.

CDBG Loan #TO-1008-99 bankruptcy was discussed. The Housing Authority received a letter from Wilson Law Group, who have been working on the case, stating that the house was sold for an amount less than what was owed; therefore, there would be no distribution for the Housing Authority. The Board will discuss this case with the Executive Director at next month’s meeting.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller and seconded by Commissioner Hagen to adjourn the meeting. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, January 10, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
