The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on 

January 10, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, Sperry, Hagen, and Wilbur were present. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry and seconded by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry and seconded by Commissioner Miller to approve the minutes of December 13, 2006 as received. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller and seconded by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

Old Business:  

CDBG Loan #TO-2006-03 was discussed. There were some questions concerning the applicant’s outstanding mortgages that were clarified.

CDBG Loan #TO-1008-99 bankruptcy was discussed. The amount of the outstanding loan as of 4/30/06, at 5% interest, was $14,754.10 and the cost for legal fees to date is $1,340.64.

New Business:

The 2007 Public Housing Authority’s annual plan was approved by HUD.  A copy of the approval letter from John Finger, HUD Milwaukee, was distributed. The plan and all of its documents are available for review and inspection during regular business hours.

Uncollected receivables were discussed. There are two families who were paying the Housing Authority back for overpayment of Housing Assistance that they were not entitled to that moved out of Evansville and discontinued their payments. Even though these families still owe this money to the Housing Authority, the uncollected money must be written off at this time. A motion was made by Commissioner Hagen and seconded by Commissioner Miller to resolve to write off the uncollected debt totaling $2,662.00. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A list of retired property still on the property ledger was presented and discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Hagen and seconded by Commissioner Sperry to resolve to remove all of the property on the ledger with the exception of the fax machine, which is still in use. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Annual Employee reviews were conducted by the Board and Director for the snow shoveler, housekeeper/garbage hauler and office assistant. The maintenance position is currently open so there was no review for this position.

A motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to increase Stephen Gay’s hourly rate by $.57. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to increase Julie Shoemaker’s hourly rate by $.58. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to increase Kimberly Gulliksen’s hourly rate by $.64. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

The Board of Commissioners held an employee review for the Executive Director. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to increase the Director’s hourly rate by $1.44. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller and seconded by Commissioner Wilbur to adjourn the meeting. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday, February 14, 2007 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
