A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the minutes of April 11, 2007 as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

New Business:

A discussion was held regarding the reason the Evansville Housing Authority has been considered a component of the City for the City’s annual audit the past 3 years. After reading the description of the Evansville Housing Authority in the City’s 2005 audit report, several questions arose. The Board has requested that the Director obtain a copy of the State Statute regarding Housing Authorities. The Board will resume discussion on this matter once they have read the State Statute. 

A copy of the 2006 Section 8 Management Assessment Program report showing its score was distributed. The Housing Authority received a 100% and is again considered a High performer.

A copy of the 2007 WHEDA management review of the South Meadow files, policies, procedures, and property was distributed. The Housing Authority received a “Superior” rating. It was said that the South Meadow Apartments were managed and maintained to high standards and it showed throughout the property.

The Executive Director of WHEDA, Antonio Riley, wrote a letter to the Director congratulating her for receiving a “superior” rating for South Meadow Apartments. He complimented her and her staff for providing quality, affordable housing to families who need a roof over their heads, a safe neighborhood and a place to call home.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
