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March 13, 2009

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on March 11, 2009 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, and Hagen were present. Commissioners Sperry and Wilbur were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. Section 8 rent was added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to approve the minutes of February 11, 2009 as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

Old Business:  
CDBG loan #TO-2112-03 was discussed. The homeowners are making an effort to bring their payments up to date. Their situation will be monitored and discussed at future meetings, if necessary.
New Business:
Resolution #69 – Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) Policy for Multi-family housing was discussed. The 2005 Act was implemented in the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program a few years ago and must now be implemented for the residents and applicants of South Meadow Apartments. After reading through the policy, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adopt Resolution #69, Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) Policy. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
A discussion was held on changing the workers compensation insurance from Society Insurance to American Family Insurance. The premium will not change, but we may earn dividends with American Family Insurance. A motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to approve the change from Society Insurance to American Family Insurance effective March 23, 2009. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

The annual spring conference for the Wisconsin Association of Housing Authorities will be held April 22 & 23 at the Holiday Inn in Rothschild/Mosinee. A motion was made by 
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Commissioner Miller to approve all expenses for the Director to attend the conference. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

The Director informed Gil Skinner, the Chairman of the Board, that his 5 year term of commission will expire May 1, 2009; his 25th year of volunteer service with the Evansville Housing Authority. He will let the Board know next month whether or not he will accept another 5 year term.
A discussion was held regarding setting up a part-time employee pay raise method. Commissioner Hagen made a motion that an Executive Committee, consisting of the Director, Chairman and Vice-Chairman, meet to establish a policy for pay raises of part-time employees beginning in 2010. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

A discussion was held as to why the Section 8 program pays monthly rent to South Meadow Apartments while the CDBG loan program doesn’t. The Director questioned if this was a requirement while there was a mortgage on the South Meadow property. The mortgage was satisfied in 2002. Due to the decrease in Section 8 funding over the past 5 years, the Director would like to reduce as many unnecessary administrative expenses the Section 8 program pays and see if funds from South Meadow Apartments, another Section 8 program, may be used for administrative purposes when funds are low. She will discuss this with her WHEDA asset manager during her April 16th inspection and inform the Board of her findings at the May meeting.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, April 8, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
