CDBG Revolving Loan Fund training will be held at the Kalahari Convention Center on October 26, 2009. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve all costs of the training for the Director to attend. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Final 2010 Fair Market Rents for Rock County (which include a utility allowance based upon bedroom size) were presented. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the proposed adjustments to the FMR’s as follows:  use 98% of the FMR’s for the 0, 1, & 2 bedrooms and 91% of the FMR’s for the 3 & 4 bedrooms, and adopt these amounts as the Payment Standards used to compute rental assistance in 2010. The motion was seconded
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by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Office assistant, Patricia Graves, resigned September 24, 2009. Applications are currently being taken for the position.
