The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on December 9, 2009 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, and Hagen were present. Commissioners Sperry and Wilbur were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. A motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to approve the minutes of November 9, 2009 as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

Old Business:  

Corrected copies of the 2009-10 property insurance bids and 2009-10 audit bids were distributed. American Family Insurance’s final bid was a 5% decrease from last years bid. The price for the 2010 audit should have read $3,600.00. The corrections had no affect on the companies selected for 2009-2010.

New Business:

The cost for hired and non-owned automobile coverage from American Family Insurance is $136.00 a year. A motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to add the insurance to the business owner’s policy. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

The current contract with Waste Management expires 3/24/10. A bid from Rock Disposal for garbage and recycling was presented. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the bid from Rock Disposal in the amount of $95.42 a month. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

A proposal for snow plowing and snow removal of the sidewalks and north entrances of the South Meadow Apartments were presented. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Hagen to accept the bid from Remer Snowplowing in the amount of $75.00 per
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parking lot plow and $15.00 an hour, with a 2 hour minimum, for sidewalk clearing. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

All funds have been expended on CDBG Loans #TO-2009-01 & #TO-2009-02. A close-out statement has been sent to each homeowner. The files have been reviewed and found to have all required documents properly executed and contained therein. The homeowners have begun making monthly mortgage payments.

CDBG Loan #TO-2112-03 was discussed. Monthly payments have been in default since June 1st. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to increase the monthly interest rate on their balance from 1% to 5%, in accordance with their mortgage note.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hagen.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, January 13, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
