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August 17, 2010

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on August 12, 2010 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioners Skinner and Sperry were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Miller. WHEDA’s annual multi-family conference was added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of July 21, 2010, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Commissioner Skinner arrived at 6:45 p.m.


A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

The meeting was turned over to Chairman Skinner at 6:48 p.m.


Old Business:  
There was no old business to discuss.
New Business:
A discussion was held regarding a request to reapply for housing by a previous Section 8 participant who left the program owing debt to the landlord and utility company. The landlord sold the home and moved from Evansville several years ago and no longer wished to be involved in collecting the debt owed. The previous participant wished to be exempt of the HUD regulations of her family obligations to the program to pay all debts owed before becoming eligible to reapply for housing anywhere in the United States. It was the consensus among the Commissioners that she be held to the same standards as all other families owing debt are, and pay the debt owed. A letter will be sent to her stipulating that payments must be made by cash or money order, payable to the landlord, and given to the Housing Authority to send to the landlord. When the debt has been paid in full, she will be eligible to reapply for housing assistance.
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CDBG Loan #TO-2010-02 was presented. The work to be done, bids, and equity in the home were reviewed and discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve CDBG Loan #TO-2010-02 in the amount of $22,631.51. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. There were no conflicts of interest.

CDBG Loan #TL-2104-2002 and #TO-2009-03 were satisfied. Satisfaction of mortgages were signed, notarized, and sent to each homeowner to have recorded with the Register of Deeds.
WHEDA’s annual multi-family housing conference will be held on October 21, 2010 at the Alliant Energy Center in Madison. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the cost of the training and mileage for the Director to attend the conference. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The annual meeting/election of officers will be held Wednesday, September 8, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Please note the regular board meeting day will return to the 2nd Wednesday of the month beginning September 8th.
