The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Miller. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the minutes of August 12, 2010, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 
ANNUAL MEETING – ELECTION OF OFFICERS
The Vice-Chairman of the Board opened the meeting at 6:38 p.m. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to keep the current officers; Gil Skinner as Chairman of the Board and Paul Miller as Vice-Chairman of the Board. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The Vice-Chairman of the Board closed the meeting at 6:40 p.m.

Old Business:  
There was no old business to discuss.
New Business:
The Director informed the Board that the community room bathroom had a locked handset installed, due to a serious health and safety situation that arose after the office had been closed one evening. Keys have been given to the Housing Authority staff. Tenants, clients, and guests must obtain the key to the bathroom from the office, during business hours. If the community room is reserved for a family function, a key will be given to the tenant prior to the function. The Director will monitor any issues that may arise as a result of this change.
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Copies of the proposed 2011 annual PHA plan were distributed. The plan will be discussed and presented for approval at the October Public Hearing.

All funds have been expended on CDBG Loan #TL-2010-01. A close-out statement has been sent to the homeowner. The file has been reviewed and found to have all required documents properly executed and contained therein. The homeowner will begin making monthly payments in September.
The CDBG revolving loan fund was monitored by two members of the Wisconsin Department of Commerce on September 2, 2010. There will be new changes to the program which will affect the current and future interest rates charged on homeowner and landlord loans. These and other changes will be discussed at an upcoming training session in Wisconsin Dells and brought to the board at its October meeting.

The CDBG training will take place at the Kalahari Resorts in Wisconsin Dells, September 21-23, 2010. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve all expenses for the Director to attend the training. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting and Public Hearing on the proposed 2011 PHA plan will be held Wednesday, October 13, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
